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Bob Maher is originally from England and moved to Nova Scotia in 1969 to do graduate work at the University of Western Ontario. He came to Nova Scotia as an undergraduate from the University of Birmingham and did his Masters degree and PhD degree in geography.

In the 80`s, after Bob had completed his education, he moved to the Valley. At this time, the Nova Scotia Land Survey School was barely up and running at NSCC. Bob renamed and transformed the Nova Scotia Land Survey School into the Centre of Geographical Sciences. Now, COGS is much more adapted with technology and focuses on a broader spectrum of education. COGS, and branch systems such as AGRG (Applied Geomatics Research Group) now educate lots of NSCC students and lead them into successful careers.

In 1988 Bob was funded by Dalhousie University to do work on an international scale. From here, Bob packed up his family and took his geographical knowledge to Indonesia for 11 years.
