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Van Dyk Blueberries has been producing 100% pure, wild blueberry juice in Nova Scotia since 1957. The Van Dyk’s are a major employer in the Caledonia area providing upwards of 60 jobs both in the juice plant, and in the blueberry fields. This beverage is not only tasty, but a revitalizing health product.

Case Van Dyk, owner of Van Dyk Blueberries, was born and raised in the Netherlands.
Case mentions that the Netherlands is roughly half the size of Nova Scotia and has seventeen times the population, therefore, the farm lands were very small and conservative. For this reason, in 1954, Case and his wife immigrated to Canada. Initially on their way to Ontario, complications along the way forced them to set up business on Nova Scotian turf.

Before the juice even came, there were three years of scientific research based on how they would produce it 100% naturally. Now, Van Dyk Blueberry Juice is recognized in China, Taiwan, and Korea as a healthy and great tasting drink. But what Van Dyk Blueberries do have isn‘t as critical as what they don’t have, chemicals. Case also refuses to put his product in any kind of plastic storage. His juice is kept strictly in glass bottles. He even has his own laboratory right in the blueberry plant so he can make sure his juice is always up to standards.

In the summer, the Van Dyk’s employ up to 40 people, a number of them being youth, to hand pick their blueberries. This is a great opportunity for the youth in the Caledonia area. Even though Case has already seen the effects of rural out-migration in the area, his company plays a key role in helping to sustain the community’s future.
