C@P Sites
Organization Summary:

The Community Access Program (CAP) is a Government of Canada initiative, administered by Industry Canada, which aims to provide Canadians with affordable public access to the Internet. No matter where you live in Nova Scotia there is probably a C@P site very close by. The objective of the program was to have 240 sites established in schools, libraries, and community centers by 2001. They offer anyone in the community free access to high speed internet whenever they need it, so you can research schools, apply for jobs, or see what’s new on Facebook! C@P sites also offer a number of workshops and programs that can teach you a number of computer based skills that may be essential for school and applying to jobs.  

There’s also ways for youth to get directly involved with their local C@P site by becoming Youth Initiative interns. An interns’ overall goal is to inform community members about the benefits of internet access and help them acquire the knowledge and techniques to use the service effectively. 

Youth between the ages of 15 and 30 are eligible to be hired under 2 different programs;
1. Summer Work Experience targets students who were in school before the summer and plan to be back in school after the summer and completion of the internship

2. Career Focus stream is intended for high-school graduates who have some level of post-secondary education.

Some specific job activities that may be included with an internship include;

· Giving workshops and training sessions

· Research and development of websites

· Making pamphlets and brochures to raise public awareness

· Organizing an information fair and other special events

· Providing technical support to community members at the C@P site when needed
