The Great Canadian Geography Challenge

Organization Summary:

The Great Canadian Geography Challenge has been successfully operating for 14 years with over 2 million students across Canada having participated. The challenge aims, and continues to build interest in geography among young Canadians by allowing them to compete with the knowledge they’ve learned in a friendly competition. It is open to students from grades 4 to 10 and is divided into 2 levels. The 1st level includes grades 4-6 and the 2nd level grades 7-10. 

The challenge has been designed to instill an interest in geography among young Canadians, and to raise the profile of geography with teachers and the public. Once registered in the competition, your school will receive a competition kit which contains everything you will need to host an in-school challenge. One kit can allow all grades within the proper levels contend. An overall winner from each school must then write a qualifying test and may be given the right to advance to the provincial and territorial championships. The next step involves taking a total of 40 of the top placing students from all provincial championships and has them compete online at the national level. The top three national winners receive HSBC Bank Scholarships and runners up will be awarded various other prizes. 

Every two years a Canadian team of student finalists in the national championship is chosen to attend the National Geographic World Championship. It is held in various countries bi-annually and Canada has had a team enter each competition since 1995 where they took home the bronze medals. Team members receive an all-expenses-paid trip which sends them to Ottawa for a tour and a meeting with the president of The Royal Canadian Geography Society. They then travel to the host country to compete in the tournament. In 2009 the tournament was held in Mexico City, Mexico and team Canada brought home the gold!
