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Organization Summary:

The Canon Envirothon is North America’s largest high school environmental education competition. The Nova Scotia Envirothon competition (the first one started in Canada) is open to youth enrolled in grades 9-12. It is a not for profit organization that is dedicated to developing knowledgeable skilled and dedicated individuals who have a general understanding of natural resources and who are prepared to work towards finding a steady balance between the quality of life and the quality of the environment. Teams from each school consist of 5 members as well as a volunteer teacher/coach. Winning teams from each provincial and state Envirothon competition move on to compete in the Canon Envirothon which incorporates winning teams from all across North America. Winners here are offered various post-secondary scholarships as well as a number of awesome Canon merchandise!
The three goals of the Canon Envirothon project are; 

· “To promote a desire to learn more about the natural environment and equip students with the knowledge and skills needed to apply the basic principles and practices of resource management and ecology to complex environmental issues”. 

· “To promote stewardship of natural resources and to encourage the development of the critical thinking. Cooperative problem-solving and decision-making skills required to achieve and maintain a natural balance between the quality of life and the quality of the environment”. 

· “To provide students with experience in environmentally-oriented activities, enabling them to become environmentally-aware, action-oriented citizens”. 
The program offers a hands-on approach to environmental and natural resource management education to high school students and empowering young people with the competencies and motivation that is vital to finding a natural lifestyle balance with the environment. Each year the program focuses on 5 main subjects consisting of aquatic ecology, forestry, energy, wildlife, and soils/land use as well as a new current issue topic each year to help students develop their skills.
