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Organization Summary:

The Clean Annapolis River Project, or CARP, is a charitable organization found in Annapolis Royal, NS. Their objective is to work with the community and other organizations to help conserve, restore, and ensure sustainable use of the Annapolis River and its watershed. CARP works on air quality issues, water conservation, impacts of climate change to the region, mapping out areas of flood risk and even to identify ground level ozone as a problem in the Annapolis Valley.

Since its establishment in 1990, CARP has worked to mediate a number of problems within the watershed and to do so has developed a wide range of management programs that deal with a number of specific issues. A few include; Annapolis Royal Energy Conservation Pilot Project, The Soft-Shell Clam, Annapolis River Guardians, Community Monitoring – Invasive Fish Species, and so on. CARP has also been a key partner in the creation and coordination of the ‘Empower!’ project.

As a volunteer with CARP you are not required to have a scientific background because the local researchers are there to provide the training you will need. This allows local youth and adults from nearby communities an excellent opportunity to engage themselves in research that is happening close to home. CARP welcomes anyone who is interested in taking action to try and improve the quality of the environment within the watershed. Opportunities include; becoming a river guardian, managing and removing invasive plants, general fieldwork, office based projects, as well as community outreach and education. 
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
