He has lived here his whole life with his family and his grandparents immigrated to the province in 1965. Daniel is currently entering grade 9 at the Shelburne Regional High School and is involved in a number of extracurricular activities. He likes to stay active and is an avid cross country runner and track and field athlete. He’s even been involved in learning to play the piano since he was only 8 years old. All of this aside, his biggest passion in life is definitely sailing. He is a junior member of the Shelburne Yacht Club and is a volunteer teacher until he is old enough to become a certified instructor. What he enjoys the most about everything he’s involved in is keeping active, and just generally entertained. 
Being only 14 and technically too young to join the workforce hasn’t stop him from becoming a young entrepreneur and creating work for himself. Aside from his volunteer efforts at the yacht club, Daniel runs his own lawn mowing business. He keeps busy by helping out senior citizens in his community by looking after their yards as well as at the town’s community center. Plus it earns him some extra spending money on the side. 

Daniel plans to continue living in Nova Scotia as an adult but feels that he may need to leave Shelburne to further his education and find work in his own field of interest (whatever he decides that may be in the future).
